Meals & Group Dining

Pride Adventures hosts a Welcome Dinner (Day 1) and Farewell Dinner (Day 8).
Breakfast is often available at hotels but is not guaranteed.

Lunches and most dinners are intentionally left open for flexibility.

Optional group meals will be organized, and restaurant recommendations will be shared daily.

Money & Cash — Quick Overview
Cash is important for border crossings, optional activities, small vendors, and meals.

Plan to bring approximately $400 USD per person

USD is widely accepted in both Belize and Guatemala

Bring small bills ($20 or less) in good condition

ATMs will be available along the route; however, we recommend carrying at least $200 USD in

emergency cash at all times

e Border crossing fees are paid in cash when entering and exiting Guatemala and typically total
approximately $30-40 USD per person across the trip

e Optional activities such as Hol Chan snorkeling are approximately $100 USD, paid locally in

cash

Group Intentions & Island Time in Caye Caulker (Days 6-9)

Pride Adventures adds group intention, not obligation. Weather, sea conditions, and availability may affect
daily plans.

Activities will be coordinated by your CEO in collaboration with your Pride Adventures Host. Final timing is
confirmed on the ground. Please come prepared for flexibility and adventure.

Day 6 — Arrival & Bike with Purpose

Day 7 — Hol Chan snorkeling or optional activities
Day 8 — Free time & Sunset Sailing

Day 9 — Departure

Arrival in Belize City (BZE)

Taxis from the airport to Golden Bay Hotel are typically about $30 USD flat rate. Travelers arriving
around the same time may coordinate shared taxis via the WhatsApp chat.

Hotel check-in is usually 3:00pm. If rooms are not ready, luggage may be stored while you explore.

Returning to Belize City & Departure Day Logistics

This trip officially concludes on Caye Caulker on Day 9 (January 16, 2026). While there is no group
transfer on departure day, returning to Belize City and the international airport (BZE) is simple and well
established.

Travelers will take a water taxi (ferry) from Caye Caulker to Belize City, followed by a short taxi ride to
the airport.

What to expect:
e Water taxi travel time is approximately 45-60 minutes
e Taxi transfer from the Belize City ferry terminal to BZE takes about 30 minutes

e Water taxis run multiple times daily, generally between 6:30am and 5:00pm

Tickets can be purchased online in advance or on the island, and your G Adventures CEO will help
confirm the best departure time based on individual flight schedules and sea conditions.

Water Taxi Operators & Schedules

A sample schedule for Belize Water Taxi includes departures at 6:30am, 7:30am, 9:00am, 10:30am,
12:00pm, 1:30pm, 3:30pm, and 5:00pm. Schedules are subject to change and should be confirmed
closer to departure.

Flight Timing Reminder

If flying out of Belize City (BZE) on the final day, flights should be booked no earlier than 11:30am to
allow adequate time for ferry and airport transfers.

Travelers with earlier flights or those who prefer a more relaxed departure are encouraged to arrange a
post-night in Belize City or Caye Caulker. Your CEO and Pride Adventures Host can assist with
recommendations and planning.
